ISTANBUL, 19 SEPTEMBER 2025 — Dirimart is delighted to present Galata Sunset, Austin Eddy’s 

first solo exhibition with the gallery. 

Bringing together a new body of paintings created in the artist’s Brooklyn studio and inspired by 

his visit to Istanbul in the summer of 2024, the exhibition reflects Eddy’s engagement with the city’s 

unique texture and light. Drawing inspiration from this, Eddy employs a colour-driven, open-ended 

narrative approach that captures the poetry of everyday life through the interplay of figurative and 

abstract forms.

Eddy’s practice explores the relationship between form and sentiment, weaving together the lyricism

of daily experience with a distinctive visual language. His compositions oscillate between fiction and

observation, drawing inspiration from the modernist tradition while asserting a singular, distinctive 

idiom. The artist creates evocative scenes that stir associations and transform emotions, relationships 

and elements of nature into a new alphabet. Recurring motifs of birds and organic shapes create 

narratives that feel both familiar and instinctive.

The works in Galata Sunset aim to immerse viewers in atmospheres shaped by colour rather than 

confined by form. The relationship between light and shadow unfolds across expansive fields of colour 

with each canvas capturing an inner landscape, a trace of emotion, or an abstract representation of a 

fleeting state of being.

The titles of Eddy’s recent works often derive from everyday actions, memories, or poetic expressions. 

This is true of this exhibition, which was inspired by a textual expression he came across during his 

visit to Istanbul in the summer of 2024. These titles offer an emotional compass, encouraging deeper 

engagement with the paintings and the spaces they evoke. 

Galata Sunset will be on view at Dirimart Pera from 2 October to 2 November 2025. 



Austin Eddy (b. 1986, Boston) received his BFA in Painting from the School of the Art Institute of 

Chicago in 2010.
